At Each Turn
1.	 Review all labels. If new data plates and labels are needed,  

contact L.B. White for replacements. �

2.	 Check and replace any wires that are frayed, cut or corroded at the 
terminal. This applies to spark ignition heaters only. 

3. 	 Replace any cut or nicked gas hoses and corroded fittings

4. 	 Clean the brooder with compressed air, brush, rag �or water.  
(DO NOT use pressure washers—faucet pressure is acceptable.)

5. 	 Clean the filter by shaking and washing with water. WARNING! Do not 
machine wash or use pressure washers (faucet pressure is acceptable).
